REGULAR MEETING OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

HELD TUESDAY AUGUST 10, 2010

7:30 P.M.

MEMEBRS PRESENT: SUPERVISOR COOLEY, CLERK CARPENTER, TREASURER PALERMO, TRUSTEES SCHULTZ, EDWARDS AND O’MALLEY.

MEMBERS ABSENT: (EXCUSED) WILLIAMS.

OTHERS PRESENT: FIRE CHIEF GODLEWSKI, MR. GREEN AND DEPUTY HAFNER.

1. Supervisor Cooley called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

2. Chief Godlewski lead everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.

3. There were no additions to the agenda.

4. Minutes of July 13, 2010 were approved as printed in a motion made by Mrs. Schultz and supported by Mr. O’Malley. Motion carried.

5. Bills to be paid for the month in the amount of $ 57,966.33 were approved in a motion made by Mr. Palermo and supported by Mr. Edwards. Motion carried.

6. Treasurer’s Report: Mr. Palermo gave the monthly report and reviewed all account balances.

7. Clerk Carpenter reviewed the monthly correspondence.

8. Deputy Hafner gave the monthly report from the Sheriff’s Department. 122 total calls with 52, traffic stops.

9. Public Comment: Fire Chief Godlewski gave an update on the Fire Authority. New Officers and the possibility of demolishing the two houses on the Authority Property on Hartel Rd.

10. Noxious Weed Ordinance. Mr. Carpenter explained that the Governor had signed the new Noxious Weed Bill that removed the 5,000-population limit that was placed on the townships in the old bill. The Township now is able to develop and ordinance to regulate noxious weeds in the township subdivisions. Mr. Carpenter will develop a draft ordinance for the Board’s review.

11. FEMA Ordinance. Mr. Carpenter explained that new Flood Plain Maps have bee developed and that the Township needs to adopt the new map as part of the Floodplain Management Provision of the State Construction Code. This will also allow Township residents to obtain Floodplain Insurance if necessary. Ordinance will be introduced at the September Board Meeting.

12. Cemetery Sexton. Mr. Carpenter explained to the Board that after 16 years he is ready to have someone else take over and that he would be done in April of 2011. The Board discussed different options for the care and maintenance of the Cemetery’s and Hall Grounds. More information will be gathered as to hire another Sexton or contract for the care and maintenance.

13. Board/Public Comments: Mr. Cooley said he would be attending a meeting on August 20th concerning the Medical Marijuana issue with area officials and law enforcement. Eaton County Chapter of MTA will meet at the Township Hall on September 27, 2010 at 7:30p.m.
