1. Supervisor Cooley called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance was given.
3. Addition to the agenda. Motion was made by Mr. Palermo and supported by Mr. Williams to add item 14(poverty exemption). Motion carried.
4. Minutes of June 8, 2010. Motion to approve the minutes as printed was made by Mrs. Schultz and supported by Mr. Williams. Motion carried.
5.  Bills to be paid. Motion was made by Mrs. Schultz and supported by Mr. Williams to pay the bills for the month in the amount of $ 39,008.35. Motion carried.
6. Quarterly Report/2nd Quarter Budget Adjustment. Clerk Carpenter reviewed the Quarterly Report and recommended the 2nd quarter budget adjustment to move $10,000.00 from contingency to cemetery maintenance/misc. to cover the installation of the new fence at Strange Cemetery. Resolution to amend the 2010 Fiscal Year Budget for the 2nd quarter was offered by Mr. Palermo and supported by Mr. Williams. Roll Call Vote: Unanimous. Resolution passed.
7. Treasurer Palermo gave the monthly Treasurer’s Report and reviewed all account balances. 
8. Clerk Carpenter reviewed the monthly correspondence.
9. Clerk Carpenter reviewed the monthly report from the Sheriff’s Department.
10. Public Comment: Mr. Dave Lee, River Bend Circle, thanked Mr. Cooley and Mr. LaHaie for looking into his water issue.
11. Planning Commission Resignation/Appointment. Supervisor Cooley made a motion to accept with regret the resignation from the Planning Commission of Mr. Gene Dalebout. Motion was supported by Mrs. Schultz. Motion carried. Supervisor Cooley made a motion to appoint Mr. Jim Green to the Planning Commission to fill the remaining term of Mr. Dalebout. Motion was supported by Clerk Carpenter. Motion carried.
12. Meeting Minutes Publishing. Clerk Carpenter reviewed the cost associated with publishing the full synopsis and approximate cost of publishing a notice of the meeting and where the minutes are available for review. Motion was made by Mr. Carpenter and supported by Mrs. Schultz to publish the Meetings Notice in place of the full synopsis. Motion carried.
13. Junk Vehicles/Public Nuisance Ordinance. Mr. Carpenter explained that there are a number of “Junk Vehicles” located around the Township and that the number of complaints has dropped off. Mr. Carpenter asked the Board to change the policy and be more aggressive in the enforcement of removing the vehicles instead of waiting to first receive a complaint. The Board agreed and discussed the time frame for removal. Mr. Carpenter stated that the Ordinance allowed 10 days to remove or place the vehicles inside of a building but thought the notice of violation at this point should allow 30 days with no additional time to be granted after the 30 days. The Board agreed.
14. Poverty Exemption. Resolution to raise the poverty exemption guideline amount minimum from $14,000.00 to 20,000.00 was offered by Mr. Cooley and supported by Mrs. Schultz. Roll Call Vote: Unanimous. Resolution passed.
15. Public/Board Comment: Mr. Lee commented on the City of Grand Ledge DDA capturing a portion of the EATRAN millage proposal that is on the August 3rd ballot. Mr. Carpenter updated the Board on the cleanup of the Pixley Property on Benton Rd.
