1. Supervisor Cooley called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance was given.

3. Agenda was approved as printed in a motion made by Mr. Williams and supported by Mr. Palermo. Motion carried.

4. Minutes of May 11, 2010 were approved with one correction in a motion made by Mr. O’Malley and supported by Mrs. Schultz. Motion carried.

5. Bills to be paid for the month in the amount of $ 34,226.90 were approved in a motion made by Mr. Edwards and supported by Mr. O’Malley. Motion carried.

6. Treasurer’s Report was given with all account balance reviewed.

7. Clerk Carpenter reviewed the monthly correspondence.

8. Sheriff’s Report: Sgt. Morris gave the monthly report. 37 traffic stops and 73 total calls for service last month.

9. Public Comment: Mr. Alan Schlossberg, candidate for Eaton County Probate Judge spoke with the Board about his qualifications and background.

10. 2009 Fiscal Year Audit. Mr. Bruce Dunn, Maner & Costerisan, reviewed the audit report with the Board and new reporting requirements for the 2010 budget year.

11. Library Millage Resolution. Mr. O’Malley commented that although he believes in the work that the District Library does, he didn’t think it was the Board’s place to indorse the millage renewal. Resolution to support the Grand Ledge Area District Library Millage Renewal was offered by Mr. Palermo and supported by Mrs. Schultz. Roll Call Vote: Ayes: Schultz, Cooley, Palermo, Edwards and Carpenter. Nays: O’Malley and Williams. Resolution passed 5-2.

12. P.A. 116 Application. The Board discussed the Farmland and Open Space Preservation Application submitted by Mr. William Pomaville. Mr. Carpenter noted that the application had been submitted incomplete and returned to Mr. Pomaville and still seemed to miss some information. Mr. Cooley said that the property did not at this time, seem to have any crops in place to be sold or had sold any in the past. Mrs. Schultz said that although the acreage was enough to technically meet the requirements he did not meet others. She noted that the Township had never rejected an application but this property seem to be strictly residential. Motion to reject the application was made by Mrs. Schultz and supported by Mr. O’Malley.  Motion carried.

13. MTA Dues. The Board discussed the dues amount and the amount for the legal defense fund. Motion to approve the dues in the amount of $ 2,828.60 was made by Mr. Williams and supported by Mr. Palermo. Motion carried.

14. Property Clean Up. Benton/Oneida Rd. Mr. Carpenter informed the Board of the fires at each location and the information obtained on the property owners. He discussed the ordinance that gives the Township the ability to do the cleanup and assess the property owner the cost if necessary.

15. Public/Board Comment: Commissioner Mulder discussed the County Millages and the ETRAN Millage request that will be on the August Primary Ballot. Mr. Carpenter discussed the Dust Control Application and cost. Mr. Cooley discussed a parks committee he will be on.
