1. Supervisor Cooley called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.

2. Pledge of Allegiance was given.

3. Additions to the agenda were made in a motion made by Mr. Palermo and supported by Mr. Williams. Motion carried. Items 14, 15 & 15a were added.

4. Minutes of September 13, 2011 were approved as printed in a motion made by Mrs. Schultz and supported by Mr. O’Malley. Motion carried.

5. Bills to be paid for the month in the amount of $ 35,792.53 were approved in a motion made by Mr. Edwards and supported by Mrs. Schultz. Motion carried.

6. Treasurer’s Report: Mr. Palermo gave the monthly report for August and September and reviewed all account balances.

7. Sheriff’s Report: Sgt. Morris gave the monthly report on the Oneida Car. 104 Traffic Stops with 43 citations being issued.

10. Farmland and Open Space Preservation Applications. John Forell. Mr. Carpenter reviewed the applications and the approval from the Conservation District. Resolution to approve the four applications was made by Mrs. Schultz and supported by Mr. Palermo. Roll Call Vote: Unanimous. Resolution passed.

11. Introduction of Ordinance No. 3-2011. Interim Ordinance Extending the Moratorium on Certain Land Uses Connected with the Use of Marihuana for Medical Purposes. Resolution was offered by Mr. Carpenter and supported by Mr. O’Malley. Roll Call Vote: Unanimous. Resolution passed.

12. Planning Commission Appointments. Mr. Cooley Made a motion to re-appoint Madelyne Lawry and Jim Green to the Planning Commission for a three year term. Motion was supported by Mr. Williams. Motion carried.

13. Water Suppression System Waiver. Motion to approve a Water Suppression System Wavier for L&W Inc. was approved in a motion made by Mrs. Schultz and supported by Mr. Williams. Motion carried. Terms of the wavier were set by the Fire Authority.

14. Consumers Energy Rate Case. Mr. Cooley presented a letter from the Michigan Townships Association concerning another rate increase request from Consumers Energy. The MTA was asking for Township Members that wish to join in on the case to try to stop or reduce the increase. Motion was made by Mr. Williams and supported by Mr. O’Malley to join the other Township Members in the case. Motion carried.

15. New Monitor/Printer. Motion was made by Mrs. Schultz and supported by Mr. Williams to purchase a new computer monitor and printer to go along with the electronic poll books. Motion carried.

15a. Water/Sewer Agreement. Mr. Cooley thinks it would be a good time to see if the City would agree to start negotiations on extending the water/sewer contract. The Board agreed. Motion was made by Mrs. Schultz and supported by Mr. Williams to have the Clerk send a letter to the City Administrator to see if the City is willing to talk. Motion carried.
